Enforcers get a ‘candid’ upgrade

Bodycams provided to 65 cit

GEORGE TOWN: There can be no
fooling around when facing city
council enforcers on the island as
they are now wearing bodycams.

Sixty-five enforcers — traffic
wardens, vehicle clamp-and-tow
unit members and the special
force team members — now wear
these cameras on their chests that
record video and audio non—stop
while they are on duty.

The enforcers, too, will have to
be at their professional best.

State local government commit-
tee chairman Jason H'ng Mooi
Lye said the recordings of these
devices, which enforcers have
been wearing as part of a pilot

project since last October, will

provide evidence of what hap—
pens on the field.

“This is particularly useful for
clarifying the circumstances sur-
rounding any enforcement action,
allowing both officers and the
public to be held accountable,” he
said yesterday:

H'ng said Penang Island City
Council (MBPP) planned to
expand the programme by ano-

ther 50 units and outfit all enforce-
ment officers with body cams,
making it a standard part of their

. daily gear. Each unit costs RM950.

Enforcers of Kuala Lumpur City
Hall (DBKL), Petaling Jaya City

Council (MBPJ), Shah Alam City
Council, Subang Jaya City Council,
Kuala Selangor Municipal Council
and Hulu Selangor Municipal
Council have been similarly out-
fitted since 2022.

The Star reported that as of
January last year, DBKL has had
100 bedy cameras and MBPJ, 185.

Aside from protecting enfor-
cers from unfair claims from the
public, it was reported that hav-
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y council officers in Penang while on duty

ing the cameras also made it
impossible for errant enforcers to
solicit bribes because they cannot
turn the device off.

H’ng said the body cameras will
eliminate misunderstandings and

. address negative perceptions that

may arise during confrontations
or interactions.

“By having a clear record of
events, potential conflicts can be
de-escalated or resolved more
easily, thus offering protection to
both enforcement personnel and

~ the public. Thé recorded footage

will also serve as evidence in
investigations or legal procee-
dings,” he said.

Pengkalan Kota assemblyman
Waong Yuee Harng lauded the ini-
tiative and said this measure not
only improves operational effi-

- ciency but also ensures the rights

of the public while protecting the
basic personal safety of enforce-
ment officers.

“I am pleased that the traffic
wardens have expressed their
willingness to wear body came-
ras. This is also a positive step
towards enhancing and stream-
lining the traffic wardens’ duties,”
he added.

PETALING JAYA: Residents in
several districts in Selangor and
Negri Sembilan were shocked
when the police raided welfare
homes linked to Global Ikhwan
Services and Business Holdings
(GISB).

In Seremban, a resident living
near one of the homes in Rasah,
said he was surprised to see a
police team present at the home
early in the morning.

onging to the police was parked
in front of the Eloci]lty at around.

“Usually, there were activities at

the home, but this time, it was dif-

ferent,” he said.

The man said residents of the

home, which had'been in opera- .
tion for some ﬁf{ne now, were
mostly made up of young girls.

The occupants were later taken
away inthe bus, and the premises
locked up.

Negri Sembilan women, family
and community development
committee chairman Noorzunita
Begum Mohd Ibrahim said she
had' yet to receive any report
regarding the case. ;

“We deny the accusation and
emphasise that we will never

- Ccompromise on any activities

that violate the law, especially
those involving child labour,”
said its statement on its social

media page yesterday.

- It said that the claims are
defamatory and it is prepared to
Cooperate with the authorities to
resolve the issue.

According to information on
its social media accounts and
official webpage, the conglomer-
ate has an annual turnover of
RM187 million, with 5,346 staff
under 25 subsidiaries.

Its subsidiaries operate in vari-
ous sectors and include grocery

+ stores, bakeries, restaurants,

pouliry and meat suppliers,
property developers, and travel
agencies.

Besides owning hundreds of
food and supermarket outlets,
GISB owns a three-acre agrotour-
ism resort, Wadi Berkat Dato Ibu
Hudaibiyah, in Mecca, Saudi
Arabia and an estate that rears
livestock in Sydney, Australia.

The company has expanded
to 20 countries, including the
United  Kingdom, France,

Germany, Russia, Turkiye, Saudi

-

Arabia, China, Thailand and
Indonesia.

It has also spread- out across
Malaysia, with a corporate office
in every state. -

PETALING JAYA: Artificial mtel-
ligence (AI) has immense poten-
ualmpo]mcs but its misuse could
polarise society and undermine
democracy, said the Communi-
cations Ministry.

To counter misuse, political
parties must invest in digital liter-

acy, fact-checking and regulatory

measures to safeguard democra-
cy, said deputy minister Teo Nie
Chin

g. s
She acknowledged ATs poten-
tial benefits in data analytics, pre-
dictive modelling and targeted
campaigns. But she said abuse
can happen.
_ Although AI can enhance cam-
paign efficiency, she said it also
poses serious risks such as data

harvesting, invasion of privacy

and the use of bots to amplify
political messages and create fake
engagement.

“The threats extend heyand
elections. The manipulation of
voter opinion through false or
misleading content ... will not
only influence voters to make

decisions based on lies or distor-

tions, but can also fuel political
polarisation and societal division

— making it harder to reach con-

sensus on important issues,” Teo
said when contacted.

She added that even debunked
deepfakes can lrreparably dam-
age reputations.

The long-term effects of
Al-driven disinformation, Teo

said, can destabilise- society by
undermining public trust in dem-
ocratic institutions and the elec-
toral process.

“If voters believe elections can

_be manipulated through AIL-

generated misinformation, it

could lead to increased political -

cynicism, lower voter turnout
and a weakening of democratic
engagement.”

Meanwhile, Teo said existing

laws are being reviewed. A new
legislation — the Online Safety Bill .

— is in the works to make the
online environment safer. =
She said there are significant
concerns about how easily Al can
distort reality and the integrity of
information in the digital space.

“In response to gmmng con-
cerns, various legal measures are
being considered to create a safer
digital environment,” she added.

Teo said several minisiries and
agencies in Malaysia are now

reviewing existing laws and

working on new legzslatmn to
address online crimes.

“The Communications Ministry
and the Malaysian Commu-
nications = and Multimedia
Cominission are a part of this
process, she added.

. She said the Online SafetyBﬂlls
expected to be tabled in
Parliament by next month.

She added the Bill aims at
strengthening Malaysia’s ‘legal
framework to tackle issues such
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as cyberhu]lymg, online scams
and the misuse of digital plat-
forms. :

“It is part of a broader govern-
ment effort to regulate online
activities and promote a safer
digital environment for all
Malaysians,” she said.

Teo also stated that plans to
licence social media and instant
messaging platforms are in the
works to address growing con-
cerns about misinformation and
malicious online content, includ-
ing those generated by AL~ ~

She said this aligns with global
efforts to ensure digital spaces are
regulated to prevent the spread of
harmful and misleading informa-
tion.

KUANTAN
news@nst.com.my

OLICE rescued 402 mi-

nors from alleged ex-

ploitation and abuse, in-

cluding sexual abuse, in a
major operation across two
states, codenamed Op Global,
yesterday.

The victims, aged between 1
and 17, were allegedly exploited at
20 welfare homes in Selangor and
Negri Sembilan.

Inspector-General of Police
Tan Sri Razarudin Husain said
the victims, who were
Malaysians, had endured various
forms of abuse, mcludmg being
sodomised.

The 201 boys and: 201 girls from
18 charity homes in Selangor and
two in Negri Sembilan were res-
cued between 6am and 1lam.

“The simultaneous raids on the
charity homes in both states led
to the arrest of 171 individuals,
including caretakers, ustaz (reli-
gious teachers) and the chairmen
of the premises. Police arrested
66 men and 106 female suspects
aged between 17 and 64.”

Razarudin said the operation
was conducted in seven districts
in Selangor, namely Hulu Selan-
gor with six premises raided,
Klang Utara with four premises,
Shah Alam, Sepang, and Kajang
with two premises each, and
Petaling and Subang Jaya with
one premises each. The raid in

Negri Sembilan covered one
‘premises each in Seremban and

Nilai.

“We arresfed 167 mdmduais at

‘the 18 premises in Selangor and

four individuals in Negri Sembi-

lan,” he said.

on Tuesday.

The circular pertains to the fourth strategy

under the key result area of organisational
development, focusing on fostering a culture
of enjoyment in the workplace as part of the
Public Service Reform Agenda. :

The other three strategies are rationalising
and restructuring agencies, reviewing certain
rules and privileges as well as optimising
resources. ‘

Commienting on the strategy of optimising
resources, Shamsul Azri said existing
resources, such as human resources, finances
and infrastructure, must be utilised effectively
to enhance competitiveness and achieve
cost-efficient targets.

“In line with this, I request that the PSD
conduct a staffing audit and fill critical
positions. This is crucial to help optimise
staffing resources and compensation, as well
as save costs for the government.”

Shamsul Azri added that he has instructed
that improvements be made to the Customer
Service Guidelines published by the PSD;
