In this candid interview, the
former Penang Island City
Council mayor, 63, discusses her
ambitions to reshape Kuala
Lumpur’s landscape through the
proposed Urban Redevelopment
Act (URA), which aims to revital-
ise urban areas.

Kuala Lumpur’s first female
mayor wants o encourage a
shift towards vertical living and
addresses challenges of creating

a sustainable, equitable environ-

ment for all.

Developing upwards

Maimunah said there was a
need for a new mindset around
vertical living. 4

“The URA is still a proposal, so
I'won’t go into details.

“However, for the
redevelopment of ageing flats
across the city, residents must
understand the finaneial
responsibilities tied to this
modern lifestyle and adjust their
expectations accordingly.

“Moving into larger units
with more facilities will come
with higher maintenance costs.

“When we redevelop, we aim
to do so alongside the people
who have lived there for dec-
ades,” she added.

Having worked for the United
Nations for six years as execu-
tive director of the Human
Settlements Programme
(UN-Habitat), and having visited
1,600 cities in 93 countries,
Maimunah observed that, “With
limited land resources, vertical
development is our only option.

“We can look to cities like
Singapore and Hong Kong,

Beyond regulations,
Maimunah emphasised that
communities must have access
to facilities such as parks, com-
munity centres, schools, hospi-
tals and supermarkets.

This aligns with the 15-minute
city concept whereby essential
needs are within a 15-minute
walk or bike ride.

Ideal homes in city centre

In a meeting with Real Estate
and Housing Developers
Association (REHDA) in October,
Maimunah stressed that housing

“ should be both affordable and

accessible, especially in the city
centre.

“Affordable housing shouldn’t .
be located 35km from where
people work, as this only

+ increases the burden of traffic

and distance.

“Living in the city centre pro-
vides convenient access to work-
places and facilities, but resi-
dents must also be willing to pay
maintenance fees.

“Some may argue that they are
justified in not paying for poor
Services.

“However, if they want to ben-

Encouraging ownership

As the Commissioner of
Building (COB) Kuala Lumpur,
Maimunah believes there is a
need for an advocacy and com-
munication package to outline
residents’ responsibilities.

“This package should raise
awareness, inform and inspire
action, combining educational
content, guidelines and targeted
campaigns to drive positive
behaviour and policy change.

Maimunah says to become a
walkable city, Kuala Lumpur
needs to be pedestrian-friendly
and improve public transport
services (above). In terms of
housing, the mayor says

ownership of public spaces

“Living in these areas means
upholding standards, maintain-
ing cleanliness and not discard-
ing rubbish irresponsibly.

“We're working closely with
community leaders, Urbanice
Malaysia and Think City, and
have our own initiatives to rein-
force these responsibilities with-
in well-facilitated urban environ-
ments,” she said.

“In Penang, when I was
mayor, I would ask people, ‘How
does the rubbish get there?

“It was a reminder that litter
doesn't appear on its own and
that it is our responsibility to
keep our surroundings clean.”

She said she was inspired by a
People’s Residency Programme
(PRR) community in Lembah
Subang, Selangor, who had
transformed their shared space
into a five-star lobby.

“The power of that community
to bring about change was incre-
dible and has inspired others.

“I'm considering a competition
to encourage residents to take
ownership of their public spaces.

“In Nairobi, I saw a communi-
ty transform dumpsites into
vibrant public areas, driven by
the energy of young people.

“I'hope to make similar chang-
s in Kuala Lumpur, in collabo-
ration with Think City and
Urbanice.”

She said 32 areas had been
identified for this initiative and
they were looking to engage with
local communities to make it
happen.

A SUITABLE location has yet to
be found for the proposed mot-
orsports complex in Selangor,
which was first announced six
years ago.

Over 3,000 blazes in homes linked to electrical sources, say Fire Dept

PETALING JAYA: A total of 3,172
cases of fires in residential prem-
ises between January and
September this year was attri-
buted to electrical sources.

The causes include faulty wir-

ing, electrical equipment failure

and user error, according to the

Fire and Rescue Department.
“Using too many electrical

appliances at one time or having

too many plugs in each socket can
cause overload and increase the
risk of fires.

“There have also been cases of
people forgetting to turn off some
of their electrical appliances,
causing them to, overheat,”
department federal fire investiga-
tion division director Azlimin Mat
Noor (pic) told The Star. 3

Selangor recorded the highest
number of b fires due to
electrical sources, he added.

Based on the department’s find-
ings, fire-causing factors include
using loose terminal screws on
sockets, wiring cables that are not
installed according to standards
and worn-out wires, Also cited
were electrical equipment failure,
excessive electric usage and
errors on the part of users.

According to Azlimin, electrical
appliances that do not have the
Standard and Industrial Research
Institute of Malaysia or Sirim cer-
tification stamp are also at risk of
electrical fires. .

KUALA LUMPUR: Following a
series of fatal accidents involving
trailers last week, a road safety
expert has called for the manda-
tory installation of black box-like
systems in heavy vehicles to track
driving behaviour and enable
predictive maintenance.

Assoc Prof Dr Law Teik Hua,
head of the Road Safety Research
Centre at Universiti Putra

Malaysia’s Faculty of Engineering,

emphasised that black boxes and
similar systems are capable of
tracking critical data such as
speed, braking systems and lane
discipline.

He said that mandatory use of
telematics, driver assistance and
fatigue momtormg systems could
significantly improve safety and
performance.

“Telematics would be very hen-
eficial if implemented as a
requirement for all commercial
vehicles, as it enables real-time
monitoring and predictive main-
tenance, ensuring that vehicles
are in optimal condition and driv-
ers follow best practices,” he said.

Law added that driver assis-
tance systems and fatigue moni-
toring should be mandatory in
high-risk environments such as
long-haul trucking and hazardous
materials transportation.

grated use of telecommunications
and information technology to
collect, transmit and analyse data
on vehicle performance, location

; and driver behaviour.
