SHAH ALAM - Kerajaan Selangor merancang mengeluarkan buku panduan pihak
berkuasa tempatan (PBT) berhubung kerja-kerja pengubahsuaian rumah taman di
negeri ini.

Exco Kerajaan Tempatan dan Pelancongan, Datuk Ng Suee Lim berkata, pada
masa ini, tiada penyelarasan di semua PBT berhubung permchonan pemilik rumah
taman yang ingin melaksanakan kerja-kerja pengubahsuaian.

"Kita kenal pasti ada PBT membenarkan pengubahsuaian rumah dua atau tiga
tingkat, manakala sebahagian PBT lagi tidak membenarkannya.

"Kita melihat (pengubahsuaian rumah) di sesebuah taman perumahan tidak
seragam seolah-olah kawasan itu ada tinggi (dua atau tiga tingkat), dan (rumah)
rendah (setingkat), jadi ia tidak seragam,” katanya ketika dihubungi Sinar Harian.

Suee Lim yang juga Ahli Dewan Undangan Negeri (ADUN) Sekinchan
memberitahu, perkara itu dalam perhatian kerajaan Selangor bagi memastikan
semua peraturan mengenai pengubahsuaian rumah taman diselaraskan di setiap
PBT.

Beliau memberitahu, pada peringkat permulaan, satu jawatankuasa induk
dianggotai empat PBT iaitu Majlis Bandaraya Shah Alam (MBSA), Majlis Bandaraya
Petaling Jaya (MBPJ), Majlis Bandaraya Subang Jaya (MBSJ) dan Majlis Bandaraya
Diraja Klang (MBDK) akan bermesyuarat bagi membincangkan perkara itu.

Future development woes

* The previous transit markets
1C and 1G, located next to the
current complex, have been
demolished to make way for
phase three of the Pasar Raja
Bot market redevelopment.

Among them are meat and
fish traders as well as those sell-
ing dried goods, flowers and
other items.

Some of these traders have
moved away, while others are
operating temporarily in other
areas of the market.

This new phase will feature a
market building similar to the
existing Raja Bot complex to
accommodate these remaining
traders.

Association secretary Chew,
Meng Leong wants DBKL to
review the building’s design.

“Some of the facilities and
structural elements of the mar-
ket complex are not favourable
to traders.

“For instance, some trading
lots don't have water supply,
forcing traders to get water
from other locations.

“Additionally, the design
should consider spaces for ‘cold
rooms’ where traders can
refrigerate their goods.
“Although the lower ground
level of the Raja Bot complex
has de51gnated spaces for a
‘cold room,’ they are unsuitable.
“The allocated spaces are in
the middle of the building,
which prevents traders from
installing compressors outside.
“Installing compressors inside
the building would cause the
entire floor to heat up,” he said.

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New Act gives better protection against cyberattacks

The six-hour rule applies to
attacks on information in sec-
tors deemed critical to the
nation, including defence,
finance, water, and healthcare
services, JBEL

This new step follows the
enforcementoftheCybersecurity
Act 2024 (Act 854) that began
yesterday. iy

Act 854 aims to enhance
national cybersecurity, said the
Prime Minister’s Office (EMO) in
a statement. - :

The six-hour rule comes under
the Notification of Cybersecurity
Incident Regulations. It man-
dates an authorised person from
any National CriticalInformation
Infrastructure (NCII) entity to
immediately report via electron-
ic means, any cyhersecurity
threats detected.

‘Within those critical six hours,
the information furnished by"
the authorised person must
include the nature of the inci-
dent and severity of the threat.

The authorised person for'the
NCI entity must also provide
additional information within
14 days through the NC4 System
— including number of hosts
affected, techniques used in the
attack, and its impact.

- NCII refers to computers or
systems whose disruption would
harm essential services or the
effective functioning of federal

or state governments.

The 11 NCII sectors are gov-
ernment; banking and finance;
transportation; defence and
national security; information,
communication, and digital;

‘healtheare services; water; sew-
‘erage and waste management;
energy; agriculture and planta-
tion; trade, industry, and econo-
‘my; and science, technology, and
innovation. RS

The PMO said, in accordance
with subsection 1(2) of Act 854,

the Prime Minister, in his capac-

ity as the minister responsible

for cybersecurity, has set yester- .
day as the effective date of the

implementation of Act 854.
Act 854 received royal assent’
from the Yang di-Pertuan Agong

on June 18, and was published
in the federal gazette on June 26.

The Act was passed in the
Dewan Rakyat in March.

The Prime Minister has also
set Aug 26 as the effective date

Ringgit fair value versus
US dollar is 3.90, says MIER

KUALALUMPUR: The ringgit is playing
acatch-up game after along period of
being grosslyundervalued and under-
performing, said the Malaysian Insti-
tute of Economic Research (MIER).
Itsaid the nominal effective exchange
rate and real effective exchange rate
suggested that theoretically, the fair
value of the ringgit was 3.90 versus the
US dollar.

“Other approaches also point to a
level between 3.90 and 4.20 versus
the US dollar. The recent apprecia-
tion is expected to continue,” it said
inits monthly economic review report
yesterday.

MIER said the ringgit stood to ben-
efit from more than just the United
States monetary policy.

1t added that domestic factors,
such as fiscal reforms aimed at reduc-
ingthebudget deficitand strong gross
domestic productgrowth that was
expected to reach, if not exceed five
per cent, would support the currency.

“Solid foreign direct investment,
repatriation of funds by government-
linked companies; and sustained
current account surplus driven by
robust exports in electronics, tour-
ism, and services sectors, also further
strengthen the outlook for the ring-
git,” it said.

MIER said foreign investmentinto
Malaysia’s equity and bond markets

was another positive factor for the
currency.

It said after experiencing an out-
flow of RMB23.6 million earlier in
the year, the equities market saw an
inflow of RM1.3 billion last month.

In the first half of the year, foreign
fund inflows into the bond market
reached RM874.6 million.

MIER also noted that by the end of
the year, the ringgit could appreciate
to 4.20 to 4.25 against the greenback
from 4.59 at the end of last year.

However, it said the prolonged
strength of the US dollar might keep
the average exchange rate at around
4.60 to 4.64, compared to 4.56 last
year.
