Senior Asean official says govt hopes to
push to exemption of duties

ALAYSIA'S plan toini-
tiate discussions with
the United States on
reciprocal tariffs aims
to resolve trade tensions and
strengthen bilateral relations, ac-
cording to senior Asean officials.

Prime Minister Datuk Seri An-
war. Ibrahim announced yester-
day that Malaysian officials would
travel to the US for talks concern-
ing the 24 per cent tariff imposed
on Malaysian imports.

A senior Asean official familiar
with the matter told Business
Times, on condition of anonymi-
ty, that the immediate objective of
the engagement was to seek clar-
ity on the rationale behind the tar-

iffs — whether they stem from na-
tional security concerns, anti-
dumping measures or trade im-
balanceissues.

“Malaysia hopes to push for an
exemption or reconsideration of
the tariffs, taking into account the
country’seconomic profileand its
existing trade commitments with
the US.”

He said a core element of
Malaysia's strategy was to posi-
tion itself as a strategic partner to
the US.

Malaysia intends to highlight its
role in strengthening global sup-
ply chain resilience, particularly
through its contributions to US
tech and manufacturing sectors,
such as semiconductors.

By showcasing its positive role
in these industries, Malaysia
hoped to demonstrate that it is

part of the solution to global sup-
ply chain stability, he said.

Malaysia planstoleverage exist-
ing trade frameworks and mech-
anisms under the World Trade Or-
ganisation (WTO). Should the tar-
iffs be deemed inconsistent with
WTO rules, Malaysia may pursue
consultations through the WTO's
Dispute Settlement Mechanism.

Malaysia will reaffirm its com-
mitment to international trade
norms through its active partici-
pation in the Indo-Pacific Eco-
nomic Framework, reinforcing its
position as a constructive and re-
liable partnerin global trade.

The official said that as part of
its strategic messaging, Malaysia
would emphasise three key points
— first, that it contributes to sup-
ply chain stability rather than

trade imbalances; second, that
unilateral tariffs damage trust
and send conflicting signals
about US engagement with South-
east Asia; and third, thattrade dis-
putes should be resolved through
dialogue, not punitive measures.

The official said this initiative,
led by Malaysia as the current
Asean chair, aligned with the
bloc’s broader objective of foster-
ing cooperation with the US in
building a rules-based, inclusive
and resilient regional economic
order.

Economist Dr Geoffrey
Williams said it was crucial for
Malaysia to take up the offer from
the US to engage on measures to
reduce or remove the reciprocal
tariffs.
