AMITIGATION project costing over RM5mil is underway to address flooding issues in
several areas in Puchong, says Selangor investment, trade, and mobility committee
chairman Ng Sze Han.

Ng said the Selangor government had brought together all stakeholders and relevant
authorities to ensure the flood problem would be resolved.

“Areas undergoing upgrades include in front of IO Mall Puchong (next to the
Damansara-Puchong Highway or LDP), Bandar Puteri, Batu 14 and Town Park,” he said
at a press conference at Bangunan Sultan Salahuddin Abdul Aziz Shah, Shah Alam.

Also present were several stakeholders, including Subang Jaya City Council (MBSJ),
developers, transit operator Prasarana Malaysia Bhd and Amanat Lebuhraya Rakyat
Bhd, which owns several highway concessionaires including Lingkaran Trans Kota
Holdings Bhd (Litrak).

“We will have a new connecting drain outlet from |0l Business Park leading to a
retention pond,” said Ng.

“About 50% of the work is completed, and the rest will be finished by year-end.

“Once the connecting drain is completed, Prasarana will then upgrade the drain in front
of the mall to increase water-carrying capacity.

“Prasarana will build one large culvert to hold more flood water,” he said.

‘MBDK to plant smaller shade species foll

KLANG Royal City Council

(MBDK) has identified high-risk
species and dead trees that may.
be ugmotedin a storm, and these
will be felled soon.

MBDK Landscape and
Recreational Department deputy.
director Azzura Zainal said it had
identified the trees posing a safe-
ty hazard and they were sched-
uled to be cut down.

“We plan to replace them with
smaller shade tree species, taking
into account shifts in weather
patterns.

“Our tree audit noted a num-
ber of dead or dying trees, dead
branches on living trees and
trees that are unstable.

“We have classified these as a
hazard that needs immediate
attention,” she said.

Klang had seen incidents of
“tree failure”, defined as any-
thing from broken branches to
fallen trees which Azzura said
were caused mainly by adverse

weather conditions rather than
maintenance issues.

On'May7,a tree along
Jalan Sultan Ismail in Kuala
Lumpur fell onto 17 vehicles dur-
ing an afternoon thunderstorm,
killing a 47-year-old man and
injuring two others.

The incident also disrupted the
city’s monorail services at four:
stations as some branches had

fallen onto the elevated track.
Azzura said high-risk species
had high potential for its branch-
es to break easily or topple in a
thunderstorm, but did not reveal
the number of trees scheduled to
